STARTING AND FINISHING TIMES

The Magnalonga is a food and drink walk of about
seven miles. It starts and finishes in Ludlow: a
journey where you combine a walk through
unspoilt countryside with some of the best food
and drink from the Marches.

The walk (it's leisurely and fun, not a race!)
takes you up and down footpaths, tracks and quiet
lanes through unspoilt countryside with fine views
all around. This year, we'll be exploring country
footpaths and quiet lanes between Ludlow and the
countryside surrounding the town.
